The lllinois Housing Development Authority (AUTHORITY) is requesting Offers (bids / proposals) from responsible Vendors to meet the State's needs. Below is
a brief description of our needs with detailed requirements in subsequent sections of this solicitation.

Brief Description:

The Authority is seeking vendors that wish to perform Construction Cost Estimates (the “Services’) for the Authority and applicants for Authority
financing and/or tax credits (“Developers”) as more fully described in Section 3. The Authority is a body politic and corporate of the State created in
1967 by the lllinois Housing Development Act (the "Act"), for the purposes of assisting in the financing of (i) decent, safe and sanitary housing for
persons and families of low and moderate income and (ii) residential mortgages in the State. The Act also authorizes the Authority to issue its bonds
and notes to fulfill its corporate purposes, including the financing of mortgage and construction loans and the refunding of bonds and notes
previously issued to finance mortgage and construction loans. Developers apply to the Authority for funding, including various types of tax credits.

Selected vendors (the “Vendors”) will be added to an approved list that will be available to perform Services for the Authority as it analyzes loan
applications. Itis presumed that the selected Vendors will remain available for an initial period through October 15, 2011.

The Authority believes that its needs in that term will be markedly similar to the current needs; however, the Authority reserves the right, based upon
the initial responses received, to conduct additional and / or a separate RFP process if the needs of the Authority require it, or if unique qualifications
are needed. SELECTION OR PLACEMENT ON THE LIST DOES NOT GUARANTEE THAT A VENDOR WILL BE USED AND/OR ASSIGNED
WORK. THIS IS AN EFFORT FOR THE AUTHORITY TO IDENTIFY VENDORS THAT ARE READY, WILLING AND CAPABLE TO COMPLETE

THESE TYPES OF ASSIGNMENTS.

The attached contract would be executed prior to a Vendor's performance of any work on a first assignment. In your response, please disclose the
existence of any potential conflicts that currently exist. Financial disclosures need be disclosed only prior to the first assignment. All financial and
ethical disclosures and the certifications need be completed only once (unless a new situation arises during the three year term) such that, after the
first assignment, a Work Letter for a particular assignment becomes an addendum to the contract. Vendors also have a continuing obligation to
advise the Authority of any conflict of interest that may exist with regard to the particular assignment. A sample Work Letter is attached as Exhibit B
and is incorporated into this RFP by this reference.

Please note that this contract does not allow for the reimbursement of any expenses incurred by the Vendor, including but not limited to telephone or

other communications device, postage, copying, travel, transportation, lodging, food and per diem.
